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WESTERN TAIKAI

The Western Taikai is aimed at the development of competition in the three arts of Kendo, Iaido and Jodo as operated under the WAKR and will encourage the development of Shinpan’s in all three arts. All events will be open to members affiliated to the WAKR/AKR only. Please note the NEW Rules for Teams this year so that more people can participate.
Team Kendo:

Teams will consist of three members, of which the Maximum total accumulated Dan grade value of the team must NOT exceed 6 Dans (a Kyu Grade rates same as a Shodan for this purpose). The rules of the IKF will apply to all competitions. Each club may enter as many teams as they wish and the competition will be by elimination by the “knock out” system. All Dan grades will be required to participate in Shinpan duties during at least one pool event. The team order must be submitted by the Team Captain prior to commencement and will remain throughout the competition. Example of a team: 1 x Sandan + 1 x Nidan + 1 x Shodan/Kyu grade = 6 Dan’s.
Team Iaido:

Teams will consist of three members, of which the Maximum total accumulated Dan grade value of the team must NOT exceed 6 Dans (a Kyu Grade rates same as a Shodan for this purpose). The rules of the IKF will apply to all competitions. Each club may enter as many teams as they wish and the competition will be by elimination by the “knock out” system. Competitions will be limited to three techniques conducted with Reiho in approximately four minute time duration. Each team member will do a separate group of three techniques. Competition techniques will be as follows:


1st Team member: Kata 1, 3, 4



2nd Team member: Kata 5, 6, 7



3rd Team member: Kata 8, 9, 10

It will be up to the Team Captain to submit his order of the Team prior to commencement of the events. The team order will remain throughout the competition.

Jodo Individual Competition up to Sandan 
1. Maximum 16 competitors (this could be expanded out to 32 at a later date - depending upon time constraints and of course, the numbers of players available). 

2. Each name is put into a hat, and then drawn out. 

3. First name drawn is shi (red - bokken) and the next uchi (white - Jo), and so on until 8 random pairs have been produced.  This is round one. 

4. Each pair performs a set of 3 kata (1, 2 & 3), shiuchi kotai, and then do the same kata again.  The same katas would have to be used so that a fair judgment can be made.  The best overall player wins.  The same system of judges as per normal Jodo competition with red and white flags etc. 

5. The format of the comp would run in the same manner as our other comps (knockout).  The winner of the first pair (round 1) will become shi (red) of the first pair in round 2 and the winner of the second pair (round 1) will become uchi (white) of the first pair in round 2 - and so on for each round until the final pair.
Kendo Kata:

Teams of two based on the first three kata. Results by “knock out system”. This event will be open to all members of kendo, iaido and jodo. At least one member of the team to be a Kyu grade. Team members select who will be Uchi-dachi and Shi-dachi prior to the competition and remain same throughout the competition.

Shinpan Duties:

All Dan grades in each art will be required to assist with Shinpan duties for each event when not participating. Shinpan uniform is optional Keikogi or proper Shinpan uniform. Godan and above will not compete but be actively running the Shinpan duties with the lower grades assisting when necessary.
Entry Fees:

A once only fee of $10 per person is required for entry into the Taikai. This money will go towards provision of prizes by Budokan Academy for the event and hall hire.
